For Women Entering

The Middlesex DUIL Program

The DUIL Program recognizes that women entering the program 
often  face  special  or  unique  challenges  not  faced  by  their  male 
counterparts. Leaving homes and loved ones for fourteen days can also 
be a  particularly  stressful  prospect.  To begin  addressing these needs 
and, hopefully, to help reduce the general admissions related stress, the 
DUIL Program schedules all female clients (usually 20% to 25% of 
attendees)  for  admission  on  Sunday  morning,  with  male  clients 
coming  in  the  afternoon.  Please  consult  your admission  letter  for 
your individual appointment time.

Being on time for your admission appointment is very important, 
as  there is a special program scheduled in the afternoon, just for 
women. While the men are being admitted, you will be getting settled 
in your room, getting together with other clients (usually a group of 12 
to 18 women) over lunch in the cafeteria and later participating in these 
afternoon activities. There will also be time to get acquainted with each 
other before the general programming begins on Sunday evening.
